Entries identical at all test sites:
Although sites of the Arkansas Cotton Variety Test range from north to south Arkansas, entries at all locations will be identical.   In 2020, tests will be conducted at Keiser, Judd Hill, Marianna, and Rohwer.  In addition, an evaluation of all Round-up Ready varieties may be done at Manila to address local interest and to provide testing on a dominant cotton soil of northeast Arkansas.  Management (insecticide termination, final irrigation, defoliation and harvest initiation) will be based on average NAWF and heat unit accumulation data for varieties standard to the test area.   Means by location and across locations will be reported.  At each location, entries will be evaluated in 2-row plots, about 40 to 50 ft long, with 4 or more replications.
